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Dr. Soo Young Lee was born in Seoul, Korea, and began her
piano studies at age nine. A year later, she came to the United
States to further her studies. Since then, she has won numerous
awards and prizes in the Chicago area including the Society of
American Musicians Competition, St. Paul Federation Competition,
Northwestern Concerto Competition, and Farwell Award from the
Musicians Club of Women. Dr. Lee has participated in the Aspen
Music Festival where she studied with Ann Schein and Herbert
Stessin and has participated in master classes with Claude Frank,
Menachem Pressler, and Nelita True. She recently performed live
on WFMT 98.7 FM with Kathleen and Peter Van De Graaf and
with the ARK Ensemble, which she founded in 2007.

Dr. Lee has served as a faculty member for piano and chamber
music at Midwest Young Artists (MYA), Merit School of Music, Bay
Chambers Music Festival/Next Generation Program in Rockport,
Maine and at Loyola University and is currently on the faculty at
the Music Institute of Chicago and at Lake Forest College. During
the summer, she teaches at Northwestern University's National
High School Music Institute. Dr. Lee is currently the Vice
President of North Shore Music Teacher's Association, the
President of Society of American Musicians, and Artistic Director of
ARK ENSEMBLE. She was a recipient of the Corrine Frada Pick
Award at Northwestern University where she earned her Bachelor
of Music with Laurence Davis, Masters of Music in Piano Pedagogy
with Frances Larimer, and Doctorate of Music with Dr. David
Kaiserman.

Pianist Matthew Hagle is a graduate of the Peabody
Conservatory (B.M.) and of Yale University (M.M., M.M.A,
D.M.A), where he received prizes in piano, accompanying, and
music theory. Currently he is on the faculty of the Music institute of
Chicago, where he teaches piano and composition and is the head
of the Musicianship program. A frequent and noted performer in
solo and collaborative /chamber roles, his performances have been
heard at the Ravinia Festival’s Martin Theater, Symphony Center
in Chicago, Chicago Cultural Center, National Gallery of Art, the
United States Supreme Court, venues in England, Australia, and
Japan, and throughout the United States. Mr. Hagle often appears
with violinist Rachel Barton Pine, with members of the Chicago
Symphony, and with his wife Mio as a piano duo. His teachers
include Claude Frank, Robert Weirich, Donald Currier and Maria

Curcio Diamand.
